Increasingly we seem to find it difficult to come to decisions as a society  

over issues that affect us all. We are more polarised; maybe it has always  

been so but we are just more aware of it through social media or maybe  

social media contributes to the confusion with its immediacy and insistence.  

You may think I am talking about what is happening nationally, but what  

prompted me to write this was something much more local.  

 

There is a review currently underway commissioned by Somerset County Council to 

look at education provision in the Crewkerne and Ilminster area; change is very much 

in the air and charting a way forward is going to be difficult. Finding the balance 

between the constraints of very tight funding arrangements, the projected number of 

places that are going to be needed, what the best structure will be to ensure the best 

opportunities for children, and how this can be delivered when there are different 

authorities ï Regional Schools Commissioner ( for Academies), the Local Authority 

and the Diocese of Bath and Wells all with their responsibilities to discharge. And 

sometimes those do not always dovetail. Then there is the precious history of small 

village schools and their connection to the churches / communities where they are 

situated and the hopes of parents coming into the system. And of course, the well 

being of all the staff for whom such an uncertain time like this is bound to cause 

anxiety. The interests of each of the schools individually will inevitably play a part, 

particularly in such a big geographic area. The outcomes are going to make a 

difference.  

 

Complicated issues like this do not lend themselves to Yes/No, Like / Dislike 

solutions; rather we need to find a way of being able to listen to each other, to trust 

each other and to work together in shaping the way forward. I really do not 

underestimate the challenge but it would be good to think that we can come to a place 

where there is reasonable agreement about what will work best. Do keep your eyes 

and ears open as there will be opportunities to participate in the coming months.
